A single case study is reported on a patient with two herniated and subsequent disc fragments that have compromised 50% of the spinal canal and resulted in associated nerve root signs and symptoms. A time course of extension distraction was performed resulting in symptomatic relief and significant loss of gadolinium-enhancing inflammatory material in the spinal canal as demosrated on pretreatment and post-treatment magnetic resonance imaging. The differential diagnosis of space occupying lesions is emphasized.
